Early on July 7, employees of Tonkin Wilsonville Nissan contacted Wilsonville Police after
they discovered a break in at their location. Someone had attempted to steal one of
their vehicles, successfully stolen a second vehicle and electronics, and then abandoned
a third vehicle—stolen out of Portland—on their lot.

Working with Portland Police, Tonkin of Wilsonville Nissan, and ultimately Coos Bay
Police, the Wilsonville Police Department was able to track down the stolen vehicle while
it was still in the thief's possession. Robert George Trejo Ill, 34, of Coos Bay, was taken
into custody at N 19th St and Ocean Blvd in Coos Bay later that same day.

Trejo Ill has been charged with two counts of Unauthorized Use of a Vehicle, Burglary,
and Theft in Clackamas County, where the case has been forwarded to the District
Attorney’s Office. Additional charges may be pending in Coos Bay and Portland.

Barry was booked into the Clackamas County Sheriff's Office on several
counts, including: Theft, Unauthorized Use of a Vehicle, Harassment, Felon
in Possession of Firearm, Failure to Perform Duties of Driver, Criminal
Mischief, Burglary, and Criminal Trespass. He was in possession of stolen
property that included firearms, bicycles, garage remotes, credit cards,
and key fobs. He made bail on July 14 and released after arraignment. His
case now lies with the Clackamas County District Attorney's Office.
