As
of January 21, 2021, he was still being held for Attempted
Assault I, Unlawful Use of a Weapon, Menacing, Harassment,
Recklessly Endangering, Driving Suspended or Revoked,
Eluding a Police Officer, and Resisting Arrest. Arraignment was
scheduled for late January 2021.

Early in January 2021, Wilsonville Police installed a
radar speed reader in the SW Meadows Loop, SW
Willows Creek neighborhood. The area has long
experienced ongoing traffic issues. We're working
to better understand the dynamics, slow down

drivers. and imorove safetv.
