Wilsonville Police and Tualatin Valley Fire responded to an early 

morning fire on July 5, 2019, thanks to Officer Luke Johnson. 

Officer Johnson spotted a small fire underway while responding to a 

separate incident in the area of SW Amalfi and SW Beaumont. He took 

a closer look and saw fireworks had reignited in a garbage can used for 

those spent in celebration of the Fourth of July.  

Johnson quickly went into action. Those actions lead to he and the 

homeowner’s neighbor fighting 

the fire using a Fire Extinguisher 

and garden hose. Tualatin Valley 

Fire & Rescue (TVFR) was called 

and arrived on scene in time to 

shut off the home’s gas line and 

finish extinguishing the fire. 

No one was hurt and the damage 

was minimal.  
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During July 2019, the Clackamas County Sheriff's Office provided law enforcement service
to the City of Wilsonville on a 24 hour a day basis.  During this time deputies assigned to Wilsonville
responded to 737 calls for service, which was an average of 23.8 calls a day.
