The new Public Works administration building
is in the foreground, with a warehouse and other
amenities in background. The centrally-located new
facility allows the City’s to more efficiently maintain
the City’s infrastructure and respond to service calls.

Boeckman Road’s transformation from a rural
roadway to a modern, urban thoroughfare fit for
Wilsonville’s future is underway.

Some of the more noticeable changes are taking
place at the “Boeckman Dip,” including the demoli-
tion of a residence on City-owned property. The
site, which will stage some construction materials, is
eventually to be the site of a stormwater pond. Clear-
ing it now is necessary to construct the new bridge
that elevates traffic and removes the dip.

Elsewhere, crews are trimming and removing some
trees and brush along Boeckman Road to facilitate
the temporary relocation of some utility lines before
bridge construction can occur.

“After years of planning and months of preparing,
it’s exciting to see preliminary steps coming to frui-
tion,” said Andrew Barrett, the City’s Capital Projects
Manager. “People will continue to see changes as we
move closer to delivering this important project for
the community”

Between now and the end of the year, commuters
can expect more machinery and work crews within
the work zone along Boeckman Road. Traffic control
measures will be in place to help ease traffic flow.

The complete temporary closure of Boeckman
Road, between Sherman Drive and Canyon Creek
Road, is to begin this winter; the project team is still
zeroing in on the exact date when this year-long clo-
sure will begin. When it does, all east-west through
traffic will be detoured via Elligsen Road.

clude a roundabout to be built at the Canyon Creek/
Boeckman intersection improves safety and efficiency
along a critical school access route that serves office/
industrial areas on the north and west as well as resi-
dential neighborhoods on the south and east.

Additionally, the project upsizes and realigns the
culverts that carry Meridian Creek under Boeckman
Road, alleviating potential flooding risks and reduc-
ing the risk of property damage. The extension of a
sanitary sewer line accommodates future develop-
ment in Frog Pond neighborhoods.

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Design Underway for Boeckman Trail and Sewer Project

Preliminary design work is underway on a project
that increases sewer capacity for future devel-
opment of Frog Pond neighborhoods and adds a
regional trail link that connects Boeckman Road to
Memorial Park, and also provides an access road for
sewer maintenance equipment.

Earlier this year, experts surveyed and performed
field studies along the Boeckman Creek corridor. The
design team is now analyzing this data and review-
ing community feedback received from an open
house event and online survey to inform the project’s
preliminary design.

“This project is complex due to the terrain, vegeta-
tion, and location near the creek, “ said Andrew Bar-
rett, Capital Projects Manager. “This field data, with
the community input we've received, serve as the es-

sential guiding forces that inform design, construction,
and long-term maintenance of the sewer and trail.”

Though combining sewer and trail projects might
not initially seem like a natural fit, merging the
projects allows the City to reduce the time and cost
of construction while limiting ecological impacts and
construction disruptions to nearby neighbors. It also
facilitates efficient maintenance of the sewer line, a
key piece of City infrastructure.

As preliminary designs take shape, the project team
will be sharing updates and gathering additional pub-
lic input from community members to further shape
the design.

Kiva Bmldmg Demhed Long-Trm PIan for Serwce Block to beDeveIoped

he City-owned Kiva Building (29796 SW Town

Center Loop E) was demolished last month in
the aftermath of the discovery of a significant struc-
tural weaknesses in the building’s roof.

The building was located on a 5.3-acre parcel of
City property on the Northeast corner of the Town
Center Loop East/Wilsonville Road intersection, an
area that also includes the Wilsonville Community
Center, the former Arts and Technology High School,
and the Police/Public Works Building.

A project to re-imagine this “Community Service
Block,” an idea introduced in the City’s 2022 Facility

Master Plan, is now underway. In May, the Council
authorized a $248,000 contract with FFA Architec-
ture and Interiors, Inc., to develop a Community
Service Block Master Plan.

The Plan is to be informed by a needs assessment,
gap analysis, and potential programming alternatives
for the Police Department and Parks and Recreation
services.

The completed Master Plan will provide concep-
tual plans and cost estimates to address Wilsonville’s
immediate needs and to accommodate the City’s
planned growth over the next 20-30 years.

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Mayor Fitzgerald Declares State of Emergency to Expedlte Tree Infestatlon Response

To quickly and aggressively mitigate the presence
of the invasive Mediterranean Oak Borer (MOB)
beetle in a number of Wilsonville trees, Mayor Julie
Fitzgerald declared a Local State of Emergency on Oct.
6. This action provides the City latitude to coordinate
an expedient and more effective response by directing
funding for emergency use as needed and suspending
standard procurement procedures.

“We're taking significant measures to protect our
Oregon white oaks and other trees from further dev-
astation,” Fitzgerald said. “As necessary, we will engage
our emergency management and environmental part-
ners to support MOB containment efforts that pose a
significant threat to the region’s trees”

With guidance and supervision from the Oregon
Department of Agriculture (ODA), the City of Wil-
sonville temporarily procured an Air Curtain Incin-
erator to burn trees and debris infested by MOB.

An estimated 14 tons of debris was to be burned.

Asuccessful collaboration among the City’s Parks
and Recreation Department, the Wilsonville
Public Library, and the Wilsonville Public Library
Foundation (WPLF) has yielded a new amenity for
young explorers to enjoy.

its four-legged friends to enjoy frolicking
outdoors in parks and other public places.

Dogs have space to roam and play off-leash |
at Memorial Park’s dog park. At all other
Wilsonville parks, keep your pups leashed at
all times for the safety of the people and pets
around you.

Also, please remember that the City relies
on owners to clean up after their dogs. The
City provides multiple pet cleanup bag sta-
tions and trash cans in each park to make
compliance easy.

Outside of the City parks, pet owners are
asked to be just as diligent about clean-up. Wilson-
ville Code Section 10.240(2) states: it is unlawful for
a dog owner to fail to pick up fecal excrement depos-
ited by the dog owner’s dog on public property. Private
properties, such as apartments and condominium
communities typically have similar rules.

Offenders can be cited, though enforcement of
these rules is nearly impossible. The City relies on
residents to do the right thing to keep Wilsonville
safe and clean, and here are just a few reasons why.

o Ignore that misconception that dog waste is a

natural fertilizer. Those piles will ruin grass, not
help it grow.

o It carries disease and parasites. Dog waste is
full of E. coli, salmonella and other stuft you
don’t want anyone ingesting, and the residue can
remain in grass for years.

o As waste is broken down, it can end up in up in
the storm water system. Protect the water supply
by keeping waste out of storm drains.

o Common Courtesy! Nobody wants the mess —
and the stink! — of cleaning up a pair of shoes, a
doormat or the floorboard of a car.

Please ... we're asking nicely ... take the extra mo-

ment to clean up your dog’s mess. Let’s work together
to keep Wilsonville looking and smelling fresh!

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Reimbursement Available to Repair Sldewalks Damaged by Roots

aving been designated a “Tree City USA” since

1997, the City of Wilsonville recognizes the
importance of healthy residential street trees, which
enhance property value, offer shade, collect stormwa-
ter, and provide other environmental benefits.

Because roots from mature street trees can some-
times cause sidewalk damage, the City offers a Resi-
dential Sidewalk Repair Reimbursement Program.
This program was developed to address and alleviate
the financial burden that property owners may en-
counter when keeping sidewalks up to City standards.

Only repairs of sidewalks located along public
streets are eligible for reimbursement, and only costs
associated with repair or replacement of existing side-
walks because of street tree damage. The cost of tree
removal and replacement may also be reimbursable,
with approval from the Planning Department.

Property owners must obtain three competitive bids,
and may only apply for one reimbursement for one
property per calendar year.

The maximum reimbursement is the lesser of a) half
the lowest bid or b) half of the invoiced amount, and is
capped at $1,500 per application.

Applications must be approved before work begins,
and must pertain to residential property only. Work
must be completed within 90 days of application ap-
proval (with a possible one-time extension available
with approval by the City). Applicants invoice the
City for payment after work has been approved and
completed.

Reimbursements are awarded on a first come, first
served basis, with priority given to first-time appli-
cants. Each year, applications are approved until the
budget allotted for the program is exhausted.
