
Walking Directions:

• Starting at Wilsonville City Hall, cross Town 
Center Loop E and walk along Courtside Drive 
heading east and then follow the road as it turns 
north.

• Turn right on Wimbledon Circle and look for 
Courtside Park on your left.

• After the curve in the road, you will be heading 
due north.  At the next curve, be on the lookout 
on the right for a small sign that leads to the 
Boeckman Creek Crossing trail.  Caution:  This 
trail has steep sections that follow the canyon.

• Follow the trail as it winds down the canyon 
and crosses Boeckman Creek, and climbs back 
uphill.  As you emerge from the canyon, turn 
right on Meadows Loop.

• When you come to Wilsonville Road, turn right 
on Wilsonville Road. 

• Follow this sidewalk and eventually turn right 
on Town Center Loop E and return to City Hall.

Note:

While much of this walk follows sidewalks that are 
well maintained, the Boeckman Creek Crossing 
Trail does have steep grade changes in and out of 
the canyon.

Walking Tips:

• Wear comfortable shoes and prepare for the 
weather.
• Walk with a friend.
• Use crosswalks when crossing the street.
• Wear reflective clothing if walking near dusk or 
dawn.
• Have fun!
