Walking Directions:

- Start at the SMART Central/WES Station. All bus
routes in Wilsonville connect to SMART Central,
and there is also plenty of parking here for cars
and bikes.

«Turn right (west) on Barber Street and then left
on Kinsman Road. When you come to Wilson-
ville Road, go ahead and cross here in the cross-
walk to the south side of Wilsonville Road.

« Turn right (west) on Wilsonville Road. Once you
come to an orchard on your left, and just before
you get to Brown Road, turn left down Morey
Lane, a pedestrian and bike path.

« Continue down Morey Lane until you reach the
clearing that includes the Water Treatment Plant.

+ Follow the trail through the park and continue
to the viewing platform at the Willamette River.

From here, complete the loop and head back up
towards Morey Lane.

« Follow your steps back to SMART Central to
catch your bus or commuter rail.

Note:

This walk begins at SMART Central/WES Station
and leads you all the way to the river with a great
view of the Willamette River from a platform at the
Water Treatment Plant Park.

Walking Tips:

« Wear comfortable shoes and prepare for the
weather.

« Walk with a friend.

« Use crosswalks when crossing the street.

+ Wear reflective clothing if walking near dusk or
dawn.
