« Waiver — Minimum Street Frontage
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Waliver Criteria

e The Development Review Board may reduce or waive the usable
open space requirement in accordance with Section 4.118(.03).
The Board shall consider substantial evidence regarding the
following factors: the walking distance to usable open space
adjacent to the subject property or within 500 feet of it; the
amount and type of open space available adjacent or within 500
feet of the subject property, including facilities which support
creative play.

» Standard being Waived: 4.127(.09)2.a.

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Waiver Criteria — Street Frontage

e Criteria reflect Purpose and Objectives of Subsection
4.140 (.01) B.:

» Take advantage of functional land use design

* Produce development equal to or better than that
resulting from traditional lot land use development

e Permit flexibility of design
